Through the Epos
Community Program, we offer sponsorships for one camp session to underserved students facing financial hardship
and unable to pay the $99 fee.

Eligibility & Requirements:
Students must complete 10 community service hours with a non-profit organization.
Eligible participants must demonstrate a financial crisis preventing them from affording the camp fee.
Open to underserved students to work service hours at schools, churches, and other local non-profits.

Rural Community Exception:
If a student lives in a rural area without access to the listed service opportunities, alternative arrangements can
be made to serve the elderly in their community.
This exception applies only to rural youth.

Building a Culture of Service:
At Epos Outreach, we not only serve others but also teach the next generation the importance of service. By
requiring students to give back to their communities, we instill values of compassion, leadership, and responsibility,
ensuring they carry forward the spirit of service throughout their lives.

Important Details:
Community service hours must be completed by June 1st.
